After | finished my residency and | was starting to be an attending surgeon, | realized that there was a
tremendous gap. Women complained that it took so long to find out their test results. It was so easy to
resolve. At our center, women can get mammogram and pathology results within hours. I'm proud of that.
Things have gotten better for women in the last 20 years, but | think we still need to figure ways in which we
can have families and still have leadership roles in our jobs. | think that's still a big problem. Early on, | decided
not to have children. And | don't really regret it. | think about it, but | just couldn't have done what | have done
and had children. It would have been impossible. And | love what | do, | really do. | know people are going to
say, ‘Well, she's probably saying that because it's very hard to admit that you made a mistake,” and | do think
about it. | have a lot of nieces and nephews, and I'm the godmother for a couple of kids, so it's not like | don't
have any children in my life, but I'm sort of happy not to have the responsibility. | do see a lot of people have
kids and they are very, very happy, so | don't know that I'll ever be able to answer whether it was a bad
decision, really, completely honestly. But I'm happy now.” (From: Newsweek)
