Snow has exhibited widely in
international group shows......In 2005.....Snow hosted a 24 hour dance marathon at Ground Zero in lower
Manhattan. In 2007 she had her first solo exhibition at James Fuentes LLC in New York, followed by her Berlin
solo debut at Peres Projects.....As a culmination of her earlier projects, she hosted a weeklong dance
marathon.....preparing a large feast for the closing of the Biennial at the Park Avenue Armory.....At the end of
2008, Snow had her third solo show in New York and then moved to Orient Point, Long Island. In 2009 Snow
had her first solo museum show at the Jeu de Paume in Paris. This same year, she completed a solo project at
the New Museum of Contemporary Art in New York and performed at the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum
as part of the 24 -Hour Program on the Concept of Time.
